· GAG ran all night. Installed 4 "cool tubes" to try to assist during heat of day. Report of a hot spot on the engine, QMRS examined this and do not need to shut the machine down. GAG running with 2.6 kPa back pressure and slowly increasing, Approaching its maximum limit. When asked, Ray Smith (QMRS) stated that the GAG should still be putting out 25 m3/s but this is not measured.

could be causing the restriction and the back pressure. if gas going out MGION conveyor road D Black stated that there was vehicle doors at the outbye end that had been installed one opening in either direction in preparation for a future ventilation [image: ]change. These doors were partly open, being used as a regulator and allowing 40 m3/s air through them.[image: ]
